
A message from Si, our vicar: 
This Sunday we will be dusting off the letter of James in our preaching program. We will be returning to the Gospel According to John again in the near future. And we also have Genesis to finish off! Generally speaking we will cycle through preaching a New Testament letter or other book, followed by a Gospel and then Old Testament (repeat!). This is to try and give us a good diet of the Scriptures in our Sunday preaching. Occasionally we will dip into topics as well. 
James is a book that the Reformer Martin Luther referred to as 'the epistle of straw.' He wasn't keen. However, the objections he had can be overcome very easily. Alongside our understanding of the true God, James contributes to our understanding of works in relation to a believer's salvation, temptation, prayer, wisdom, the law and the end times. Because James is practical, we could falsely think that the talks will just be for information purposes. But this would be an error. When Adam, the first man, slept with his wife we are told literally in the Hebrew that he 'knew' Eve. Some of you may remember that idea from the King James version: 'And Adam knew his wife and she conceived...' (Genesis 4:1). Knowledge, when properly understood in the Bible, is about increasing intimacy with the Lord that leads to fruitfulness. So please pray that we would experience the Lord in this series and be passionate about Him. Could you join me in asking the Lord for this?
